2005 confers rights to an individual citizen. Such
rights are not inheritable. Hence the legal
representative/heir does not acquire any right in the
proceeding by way of Succession after death of
applicant and the proceeding abate upon the death of
the applicant.

Considering the above position the present proceeding
does not survive as the heir cannot succeed or
proceed with the matter which is already abated. As a

result the proceeding stands closed.

The order shall not prejudice the right of the
successor/s to seek the information in his personal

capacity as a citizen under the Act.
